The colder season has certainly been a bustling one at PIES! We had a fabulous author/illustrator 

visit from Chris Van Dusen thanks to our generous Peaks Island Fund grant. Students and staff were 

delighted by Chris's readings, drawing demonstrations and collaborative illustrations of very inventive 
animals from students' suggestions! 

The following week we took a wonderful field trip on warm and sunny day to the Brick Store 
Museum in Kennebunk to view, "The Great State of Illustration in Maine" that showcases the work of 80 

illustrators with Moine connections. Curated by Peaks own Scott Nash and Nancy Gibson-Nosh, we were 
thrilled to hove Scott give us a personal tour of this stunning exhibition. Students brought paper, pencils 
and clipboards as they were inspired to sketch their own illustrations while exploring the galleries. Our visit 

culminated with Scott demonstrating his own illustration techniques to a very captive audience - a very 
special trip, indeed! 

The week prior to the Thanksgiving break, our PreK through grade 5 students participated in very 

engaging STEM (science, technology, engineering and math) experiences thanks to a mini-residency from 
the Portland Public Schools Mobile Makerspace with PPS Mokerspace coordinator Karen Shibles. Working 

with partners throughout the week, students were presented with hands-on problems to solve that followed 
specific criteria and heeded to given constraints. Their collaborative work was quite remarkable. Among the 
many projects that students engaged in , their creations ranged from building wildlife bridges to protect 
animals traversing busy highways and using microbit midroprocessors to code which ultimately led to 
students being able to play songs from a microbit library, and compose their own music on cardboard 
guitars that they created - our young innovators engaged in some very impressive work!
